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Friends of Lynn and Nahant Beach

Economic Development and Industrial Corporation (EDIC) Executive Director for Lynn, Jim Cowdell, said the city is very committed to the waterfront redevelopment project. He said that since 2007, when McGee approached him, two of three phases for the ferry project, which included asphalting a driveway, mounting a bulkhead to protect the shore, increasing the waterfront to 150 feet, tearing down an old building and rebuilding a boat ramp on Blossom Street Extension, have been completed. He went on to say that said the third phase of the project, dredging 4,000 cubic yards and construction of the dock for the ferry will be done by the end of this year. He used Hingham Shipyard as an example of how ferry commuter service can be a catalyst for successful waterfront development and economic growth.
He said he thinks there are going to be major changes with the implementation of these projects and that’s what they continue to fight for every day.

Sticky Summary

At the Metropolitan Beaches Commission’s Lynn and Nahant community hearing, 220 stickies were collected. Out of all the comments, 94 described what was effective while 126 discussed what needed improvement. The resident’s feedback touched on such topics as the maintenance of Red Rock Park to the clearing up of algae blooms. 
As it was in 2007, maintenance for both King’s and Nahant beaches were under scrutiny. While residents saw an improvement in trash removal since the last hearing, many stickies discussed the need for even more frequent trash pickups and the installment of recycling bins. Other maintenance issues included the state of the beaches bathhouses and clearing of algae blooms, both of which have seen some improvement. Further discussion on the issue showed several Lynn resident’s concern with sewage overflow caused by Stacy’s Brook. The subject of policy and public safety created many responses as well. While stickies showed police presence in a positive light, many residents voiced the need for more law enforcement, specifically concerning the area’s dog ordinance. One resident even noted that there was no longer signage that enforced the no dog policy. Lighting was another safety issue for Lynn and Nahant residents, with many stating that there were none along the sidewalks after dark. Two final, largely discussed topics at the hearing were the issues of parking and Red Rock Park. 
While Red Rock Park was described as working well in 2007, many residents commented on the strong smell of urine in the area and voiced the need for more bathroom facilities. Though residents enjoy the park’s programming, the issues of noise, unleashed dogs and clearing of algae were seen as a concern at Red Rock. Parking was another topic for improvement, with resident’s stating the need for better notification of full lots as well as the need for more parking in general. 
In summary, much of what was not working in 2007 is still in need of improvement. While the Causeway and bathhouses have emerged into positive light, poor maintenance issues have overshadowed the good of both King’s and Nahant beach. This years hearing gathered both new and old responses that could help the Metropolitan Beaches Commission make Lynn and Nahant residents have beaches they could be proud of.
